     Models can be set-up without a servo driver, but 
I think it is a handy device.  It is especially handy 
when setting up electric models that use a BEC, as 
there is no need to connect the motor battery and 
risk an inadvertent prop run.  (Of course, it is good 
practice to not install the prop until the end of the 
build.) 
     I ran across the little unit pictured.  For $20.00 
delivered to your mail box, it is quite a versatile lit-
tle device.  I especially like the ease of centering – 
press the center button.  You can also set it to run 
several cycles at nine different speeds, program 
end points, and more.  For details, go to www.york-
electronics.com.  While the device will drive both 
digital and analog servos, note that it is not a digital 
servo programmer.
